Termly Curriculum Overview
Year 4


Learning Theme: Community and Inheritance
	ENGLISH


	Over the Autumn Term we will be looking at a variety of fiction and non-fiction texts. The children will be building up their knowledge of different sentence structures and components to write their own stories, letters, recounts and information texts. 

	How to help


	Visit the library to find books about our topics.  Enjoy reading with and to your child and encourage them to read often from a variety of sources, including books, magazines and comics and online texts.  Linking with our DT learning, use and create recipes with your child.

	MATHEMATICS


	In Maths we will be learning about place value, addition, subtraction, multiplication, division, length and perimeter. There will be a huge focus on times tables throughout the year and we will continue with our weekly ‘Around the World Challenge’.

	How to help


	Practice the times tables daily with your child. By the end of year 4 children should know all the multiplication facts up to 12 x 12. Play games together and ask questions when out shopping linked with totalling amounts and change. Use My Maths, TT Rockstars and other educational maths games.

	SCIENCE 


	Our first topic is a science based one on plants. We will look at the life cycle of plants, the links between plants and animals and what plants need to survive. We will be carrying out experiments to see what affect different conditions have on plants. 

	How to help


	Find out about native plants. Go on a walk and see what different trees you can spot. Research about how a particular plant is adapted to their environment.  

	ART and DT
	In Art we will be focussing on drawing. This will include observational drawings of plants, fruit and vegetables linked with our topic.
In DT we will be designing and creating a plant based healthy meal for our heroes.



	How to help


	Draw pictures of plants and trees. Research a landscape artist and find out about them and their pictures.

	COMPUTING
	In computing we will be collecting data from surveys and presenting this in a range of ways. We will use the programme J2E to create graphs and practise times tables.

	How to help


	Do a survey at home and use J2E to record the data. Practice times tables using TT Rockstars and other online games.

	HUMANITIES


	We will be looking at plants in our local area and using this information to link with our writing. We will also be studying earthquakes, investigating how and where they occur. Finally, we will be studying an area of the UK, Edinburgh, including its history and comparing it to our local area.


	How to help


	Go to the library and get books about plants or earthquakes. Use technology to research our topics. Google pictures of Edinburgh.

	How to help


	Talk about emotions and different ways to cope with them. Share moments and achievements they are proud of.

	 R.E.
	We will be focussing on Christianity this term. We will be finding out about the trinity and looking at the Cornish Prayer Book Rebellion in 1549.

	How to help

	Find out key places involved in the Prayer Book Rebellion and locate them on a map. Research the role Launceston played in the fighting.

	How to help

	Use Google translate to find out Spanish words of things you would find in the home.


	MUSIC


	In Music we will be listening to a wide range of music and discussing our likes and dislikes. 

	How to help
	Discuss the music they like to listen to at home. Why do they like a particular song? What genres of music do they like or dislike?


	PHYSICAL EDUCATION


	In P.E we will be focussing on invasion games linking with football skills. We will also be doing multi skills in indoor PE with a focus on circuit training and improving on our own goals.


	How to help
	Please ensure the children always have their PE kit in school. Encourage them to be active and participate in different activities outside of school.
